Numbers are placed in Garden 4. Take a stroll and see the developing later crops.    FYI, watermelons are growing in rows 51, 52, and 53.  Cantalopes in 54 and 55.  Sweet potatoes in 75 (3 rows).  The corn patches are varieties of popcorn and Indian corn.   Every year we try some experiments, and wonder why.  The failed cauliflower, extremely bitter,  is in row 86 and will be plowed under.  There is some celery in row 54 that just doesn’t seem to be thriving.   Lots of cabbages in G4.  Take the green ones rows 82 and 92 and let the red grow a while longer. The onions back there are very nice but are storage onions and need to be dried down. Don’t take yet!  Brussels sprouts are in row 93 and keep growing until well into the fall.
